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Descriptions

Initial Level Courses

Provide praciicing educators with the opportunity and tools to examine and reflect on alternative ways to conceptualize classroom curriculum and instruction
thatintegrates technology in light of current research, currenttools and the changing worlg.

1 Support community members inquiries, interests and investigations by ideniifying questions, connecting them with pertinent information and relevant
information communities, and providing appropriate information sevices. The course introduces basic reference theory and professional practice, and the
tools, information resources and information problem soving sirategies used by professionals

Introduction to the organization and control of nformation in a variety of formats ; includes the study of social and personal organization of information,
vocabulary control, and cataloging standards

Provide an introduction to and appreciation of the wide range of iterature available to young adults in multiple formats through reading, viewing, listeningto,
discussing and examining resources. Students will gain 3 knowledge of materials available to young people, primarily in grades 7 - 12, developing critical
skills in locating, evaluating and selecting resources and in promoting reading for enjoyment, leaming and personal growth

Develop an expanded understanding of the genres and range of current children's literature in grades k- 8. Exploration of curticular themes, instructional
methodologies and a variety of materials wil resultin an increased understanding of the role of the School Library Media Specialist and the mission to
support, interact and collaborate with students, other school faculty and staff, and the larger community. Means of encouraging increased and positive
literature-centric interactions between children and their parents will be explored. Reflective reading of a broad spectrum of children's lterature will enable
the SLIS to make informed decisions in collection development.

“As curriculum is centralto the education process, so t0o, is the library media program cenralto curticulum” (Eisenberg & Berkowitz, 1988, p. 3). This course
will examine the theoretical basis for the librarian as instructional pariner and teacher. Students will gain hands-on experience as they leam to
